Let's face it, we (humans) are responsible for how runoff occurs within our m

cities and communities in the first place. Through our own developments and

natural earth transforming actions, we have created a water runoff system W‘
that interacts directly with pollutants, such as oil on our streets, manure from S\“‘““&%‘Nm

our livestock operations, and pesticides from our agriculture industries.

What is Stormwater Pollution?

The largest source of stormwater comes from every day human activities. Stormwater travels through structure
gutters, along streets, and eventually washes into our waters, picking up everything along the way. The most
common forms of pollutants are garbage and toxins. Some examples are:

Garbage cigarette butts, styrofoam products, food wrappers, etc.

Toxins- motor oil, antifreeze, pesticides, pet waste, etc.

In summary, anything we place on the ground can eventually end up in our water ways, if not intervened or
prevented all together.

Interesting Fact:
Stormwater is not treatedprior to entering into our water systems.

So What Can We Do About It?

We can educate ourselves, our youth, our neighbors, and our communities. Through the teachings of awareness,
prevention, and preservation, our communities will be cleaner and waters clear of pollutants.

Punxsutawney Phil is the official groundhog forecaster on February 2, but many states
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t KAf Q& gFanuid by th¢ Punksstawney Groundhog Club, is Punxsutawney Phil,
Seer of Seers, Sage of Sages, Prognosticator of Prognosticators, and Weather Prophet

Extraordinary.

Groundhogs typically weigh between 12 and 15 pounds; Phil is 22 pounds.
Groundhogs only live six to eight years, but folklore suggests that Phil sips a magical drink that gives him seven

more years of life.

The Germans originally chose a hedgehog as their animal forecaster. They turned to groundhogs instead when
they discovered a large amount of them in Pennsylvania.

Hibernation is similar to being in a coma. When groundhogs hibernate, their heart rates drop to five beats per
minute and they can lose up to 30 percent of their body fat.

The Punxsutawney Groundhog Club hosts a three-day celebration leading up to Groundhog Day.

The popular movie of the same name (starring Rockland County resident Bill Murray) gave meaning to the phrase
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prediction and the actual weather forecast.
